Charles Scholl/Chuck’s Recycling and Repair, Inc Conditional Use permit continued for 
discussion on property located at N802’ W1275’ NE ¼ exc S607’ of E 817’ NE ¼ Sec 25 
Concord Twp parcel #4450B.  Requesting to start salvage & recycling business in the “AG” 
District.  Regulations require a “Conditional Use” in the “AG” District for this type of business.  
Present was Charles Scholl, Greg Protsch Atty, Michele Dancer Crt Reporter on behalf of Atty 
Protsch, Deb Reinicke Zoning-Drainage, Shelli Gust State’s Atty Sec and 10 concerned citizens.  
In the absence of State’s Atty Ken Meyer, Chris Giles presented the 8 page document that was 
reviewed by Commissioner Pedersen, Atty Protsch & Charles Scholl of which was worked from 
the 16 page document of 1-15-2010.  Motion Giles, second Bohl approve the 8 pages with 
Exhibits A & B be approved as the conditions so we may discuss.  Motion carried.  
Commissioners Bohl and Hageman met with Ken Meyer State’s Atty and compared the old and 
new documents.  Bohl requested to call the question for further discussion on the conditions.  Jay 
Leibel Atty objected to Protsch & Scholl giving continued comments or offer testimony as to the 
terms and conditions of the requested permit.  Protsch objected to any other public input.  Giles 
summarized the following areas.  Giles motioned to the provisions being amended and Bohl 
agreed to his motion.  Pg 3. 1) Loading/Intake Area.  (2nd paragraph) The application shall post a 
professional looking sign at the gated entrance to the screened area of the real property that is 
readable from the road with letters at a minimum height of six (6) inches and a minimum 
width of three (3) inches.   Giles proposed addition and Bohl agrees.  Pg 5 1) Initial Inspection 
continues to Pg 6 (1st paragraph).  An initial inspection of the real property shall be conducted on 
August 16, 2010,  (2nd paragraph) The Lake County Zoning official may request that someone 
from the Lake County Sheriff’s Office accompany them if they deem it to be appropriate.    Pg 
6 2) Annual Inspection.  An annual inspection of the Conditional Use Permit will be required to 
ensure continued compliance with the conditions made a part of the grant of the Conditional 
Use Permit.  Lake County shall conduct an annual inspection of the real property beginning at 
10:00 a.m. on August 15th of each year, commencing August 15, 2011.  If August 15th falls on a 
Saturday or Sunday, the inspection will take place beginning at 10:00 a.m. the following 
Monday.  Giles propose a change to paragraph b,  1st sentence and add to paragraph b, Bohl 
agrees.  Pg 5 b) Trees.  Because the shelterbelt on the East side does not provide as good of a 
screen as the others, at its option the Applicant may construct a fence on the outside of the 
shelterbelt along the east side of the real estate of the same materials and in the same manner as 
the fence described in D. (1) (A) Fences.  The fence shall be constructed at least twelve (12) feet 







high and be completed by February 1, 2012; or the Applicant may utilize the existing shelterbelt 
if he plants a row of evergreen trees on the inside of the existing shelterbelt and the width of 
the shelterbelt is at least fifty (50) feet.  If the Applicant elects to construct the fence, after it is 
complete he could remove the shelterbelt on the East side of the subject property. Giles propose 
a change to paragraph B, add to paragraph b, Bohl agrees.  Pg 7 B Surety Bond or Similar 
Financial Guarantee   If the full amount of the surety bond cannot be obtained by the Applicant 
by August 15, 2010, the Applicant shall have the option to provide proof of a surety bond in 
the amount of $10,000 by August 15, 2010, and obtain and provide proof of a surety bond for 
the remaining $10,000.00 by August 15, 2011.  The purpose of the surety bond shall be that in 
the event that Lake County incurs costs to remove and dispose of salvageable or hazardous 
material from the operation of the business in connection with the real property because of the 
Applicant’s operation of a salvage business on the premises, then the bond obligation will be 
triggered to pay those clean-up costs up to the amount of $20,000.00.   
Add new paragraph:  If the full amount of the surety bond or suitable alternative referenced 
above cannot be obtained by the Applicant by August 15, 2010, the Applicant shall have the 
option to provide proof of a surety bond or suitable alternative in the amount of $10,000.00 by 
August 15, 2010, and obtain and provide proof of a surety bond or suitable alternative for 
remaining $10,000.00 by August 15, 2011.

ORDINANCE #10-50 


AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION OF THE 2009 INTERNATIONAL 


BUILDING CODE, AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONS. 


WHEREAS, Lake County, South Dakota, Board of County Commissioners deems it 


necessary for the purpose of promoting the health, safety and the general welfare of the County, 


to adopt the 2009 International Building Code. 


THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY LAKE COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, that the 


2009 International Building code be adopted and provided as follows: 


 SECTION A. 


1. The 2009 International Building Code will provide regulation of construction, 


alteration, movement, enlargement, replacement, repair, removal and demolition of 


all buildings, other than detached one and two family dwellings and multiple single-


family dwellings (townhomes) not more than three-stories above grade plane in 


height with separate means of egress and their accessory structures. 


2. The 2009 International Building Code as published by the International Code Council 


Inc. will be adopted including Chapters 1 through 35 and only Appendices C, E, F, G, 


H, and J and will be referred to as the Building Code of Lake County, South Dakota 


and hereinafter called the Building Code. 


3. As part of the Lake County Building Code the Lake County Commissioners also 


adopt the latest version of the Flood Hazard Map as prepared and published by the 


Federal Emergency Management Agency. 


4. The effective date of adoption of the Building Code of Lake County will be the 20
th


 


day after its completed publication. Examinations of plans and inspections of 


construction are waived until January 2, 2011 after which all plans submitted must be 


approved prior to the start of construction and all construction of such structures will 


be inspected for compliance with this code by the Environmental Code Enforcement 


Officer. 


5. If any provision of the Code adopted by this article is in conflict with any other 


Ordinance, said other Ordinance shall prevail. 


6. This Building Code shall cover all of Lake County, South Dakota except those 


incorporated areas that have passed an ordinance adopting the 2009 International 


Building Code for all structures other than detached one and two family dwellings 


and multiple single-family dwellings (townhomes) not more than three-stories above 


grade plane in height with separate means of egress and their accessory structures. 







SECTION B. 


1. The Building Code will be available for inspection at the County Office ordained by 


the County Commissioners of Lake County in the Lake County Courthouse located at 


200 East Center Street, Madison, South Dakota 57042. 


2. The existing building fee schedule will be in force until such time as the Lake County 


Commissioners deem it necessary to change the existing fee schedule to cover the 


cost of examination of plans, permitting and inspections of construction. 


SECTION C 


Amendments to the International Building Code:  Section 103: The Lake County 


Commissioners shall appoint a building official in charge of examination of plans and 


inspection of construction and that person shall have the title of Environmental Code 


Enforcement Officer in the Office of Environmental Code Enforcement. 


Section 107.1: Construction Documents and any other information required by the 


Environmental Code Enforcement Officer shall be prepared by a registered design 


professional, registered in the State of South Dakota and submitted in triplicate with 


one copy being retained by the county and two returned to the submitter. 


Section 113:  The Lake County Commissioners shall become the Board of 


Appeals for any decisions or determinations made by the Environmental Code 


Enforcement Officer relative to the application and interpretation of the Building 


Code. The Commissioners shall adopt rules and procedures for conducting its 


business, and shall render all decisions and findings in writing to the appellant with a 


duplicate copy to the Environmental Code Enforcement Officer. 


SECTION D 


1. That any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any 


reason, held to be unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 


remaining portions of this Ordinance. The Lake County Commissioners hereby 


declare that it would have passed this Ordinance, and each section, subsection, 


sentence, clause or phrase, irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, 


subsections, sentences clauses or phrases be declared unconstitutional. 


SECTION E 


1. Nothing in this Ordinance or in the Building Code hereby adopted shall be construed 


to affect any sit or proceeding impending in any court, or rights acquired, or liability 


incurred, or any cause or causes of action acquired or existing, under any act or 


ordinance hereby repealed as cited in Section A.5 of this Ordinance: nor shall any just 


or legal right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired or affected by this 


Ordinance. 


SECTION F 


1. The Lake County Auditor is hereby ordered and directed to cause this Ordinance to 


be published. 


SECTION G 







1. This Ordinance and the rules, regulations, provisions, requirements, orders and 


matters established and adopted hereby shall take effect and be in full force and effect 


20 days from and after the date of its final passage and adoption.

DOCUMENTS AND LEVY OF TAXES FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF. 


BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Lake County, South Dakota (the 


“County’), as follows: 


WHEREAS,  the County has been allocated the authority to issue said bonds as 


(Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds - Direct Pay)  ("QECB") pursuant to Section 54D  and 


irrevocably elects to receive a direct payment from the United States Treasury pursuant to 


Section 6431(f)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as Amended (the "Code"). 


WHEREAS, the County has applied and received $850,000 of Qualified Energy 


Conservation Bond allocation from the State of South Dakota, said allocation letter on file with 


the County Auditor and open to public inspection;  and 


 


Section 1. Recitals and Findings. 


1.01. Declaration of Necessity.  The County is authorized by South Dakota Codified Laws, 


Chapter 7-25 and Chapter 6-8B, inclusive, as amended (collectively “Act”), to enter into lease-


purchase agreements for acquisition of capital equipment that the governing body considers 


necessary or appropriate to carry out its governmental and proprietary functions. The governing 


body finds and declares that it is necessary and appropriate and in the public interest to financed 


by the issuance and delivery of not to exceed $850,000 Limited Tax General Obligation Taxable 


Certificates, Series 2010A   (Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds, Direct Pay), or Limited Tax 


General Obligation Taxable Certificates, Series 2010A as the case may be (the “2010A 


Certificates”). 


1.02. The Lease Financing.  The County shall have such entity designated in the Certificate 


Purchase Agreement act as Trustee (the “Trustee”) and pursuant to a lease-purchase agreement 


the proceeds will be used to renovate and upgrade the HVAC system of the courthouse of the 


County and install a geothermal system (the “Lease-Purchase Agreement”), which shall be dated 


in 2010 between the Trustee and the County (collectively the “Lease”).   


1.03. The Trust Agreement.  The Trustee shall execute and deliver a Declaration of Trust, (the 


“Trust Agreement”), pursuant to which the Trustee will (i) issue the 2010A Certificates in the 


lease payments to be made by the County under the Lease and (ii) receive, hold and invest the 


proceeds of the sale of the 2010A Certificates and disburse such proceeds for payment of 


purchase price of the maintenance equipment Costs and Costs of Issuance (as defined in the 


Lease). 


1.04. Binding Obligation.  The County Commission finds that the Lease-Purchase Agreement 


constitutes a bond pursuant to the Act and SDCL § 10-13-35, and that the levy in Section 5 is in 


addition to any current levies for said purposes subject to the limit as to amount  set forth in 


SDCL § 7-25-1.   


Section 2. Authorization of Lease Financing and Approval of the Documents  


2.01. Approval of Lease Financing.  The lease financing described above is found to be 


favorable and is hereby approved. The Chairman and County Auditor are authorized to approve 


the principal amount of the Lease and the 2010A Certificates not exceeding $850,000, the 







repayment term will be set on the day the Certificates are sold and the Federal Tax Credit Rate is 


published. The Certificates are to be sold to Northland Securities, Inc. (the “Original 


Purchaser”), at an amount not less than 98% of par, plus Original Issue Discount of not to exceed 


2.00% at which and are directed to enter into a Certificate Purchase Agreement with the Original 


Purchaser and their execution of the Certificate Purchase Agreement shall be conclusive 


evidence of their approval of the principal amount, purchase price, interest rates and other terms 


set forth therein.  


2.02 Forms of Documents.  Forms of the following documents relating to the Equipment (the 


“Documents”) shall be prepared and submitted to the County and are hereby directed to be filed 


with the County Auditor: (a) the Lease-Purchase Agreement (the “Lease”) and (b) the Trust 


Agreement (the “Trust Agreement”).  The forms of Documents are approved, subject to such 


modifications as are deemed appropriate and approved by the State’s Attorney. The Chairman 


and County Auditor are directed to execute the Lease and the Trust Agreement. Copies of all 


Documents shall be delivered, filed and recorded as provided therein. The Chairman, County 


Auditor, State’s Attorney and are also authorized and directed to execute such other instruments 


as may be required to give effect to the transactions therein contemplated. The County will 


cooperate in the issuance of the 2010A Certificates and the Chairman, County Auditor and such 


other officers or officials of the County shall execute such other instruments as are necessary to 


the issuance of the 2010A Certificates.  


Section 3.  Designation of Trustee, Underwriter, Broker and Bond Counsel.    


3.01. Approval of Trust and Trustee.  The County will designate a Trustee (the “Trustee”).  The 


Chairman and County Auditor are authorized to execute such documents as may be required for 


such designation.  


3.02. Designation of Underwriter.  Northland Securities, Inc. is hereby designated as the 


underwriter for the Lease and 2010A Certificates.  The 2010A Certificates will be purchased by 


Northland Securities, Inc. and offered for sale to the public by an Official Statement or similar 


offering document.  


3.03. Designation of Bond Counsel.  Meierhenry Sargent LLP is hereby designated as Bond 


Counsel for the Lease Financing.  


Section 4. Modifications, Absence of Officers. The approval hereby given to the Documents 


includes an approval of such additional details therein as may be necessary and appropriate and 


such modifications thereto, deletions there from and additions thereto as may be necessary and 


appropriate and approved by the State’s Attorney or prior to the execution of the Documents. 


The execution of any instrument by the appropriate officer or officers of the County herein 


authorized shall be conclusive evidence of the approval of such documents in accordance with 


the terms hereof. In the absence of the Chairman or the County Auditor, any of the Documents 


authorized by this resolution to be executed may be executed by such officer as, in the opinion of 


the State’s Attorney, may execute documents in their stead.  


Section 5. Payment of Lease Payments. The County will pay to the Trustee promptly when due, 


all of the Lease Payments (as defined in the Lease) and other amounts required by the Lease. The 


County agrees and covenants to include in its annual budget for each fiscal year during the term 


of the Lease moneys sufficient to pay and for the purpose of paying the Lease Payments, and to 


levy a tax pursuant to SDCL Sections 7-25-1, 7-25-19 and Article XIII Section 5 in an amount 







sufficient and for the purpose of paying such Lease Payments when due and, to the extent 


permitted by law, to determine the percentage of true and full value to be used as taxable 


valuation such that the tax levied pursuant to SDCL Section 7-25-1, taking into consideration the 


percentage of collection, will generate sufficient revenues for the purpose of paying such Lease 


Payments, and to take all other actions necessary to provide moneys for the payment of the Lease 


Payments under the Lease as amended or supplemented, from sources of the County lawfully 


available for such purposes.  The County shall file with the County Auditor a schedule of the 


principal and interest components of the Lease.  


Section 6. Tax Matters.   The County covenants and agrees with the Trustee and the registered 


owners from time to time of the 2010A Certificates that it will not take or permit to be taken by 


any of its officers, employees or agents any action which would cause the interest on the 2010A 


Certificates to become subject to taxation under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended 


(the “Code”), and applicable Treasury Regulations (the “Regulations”) if said obligations are 


designated as tax exempt obligations.    


Section 7. Arbitrage Certification.   The Chairman and the County Auditor, being the officers of 


the County charged with the responsibility for issuing the 2010A Certificates pursuant to this 


Resolution, are authorized and directed to execute and deliver to the Trustee a certificate in 


accordance with the provisions of Section 148 of the Code, and Sections 1.148-1 et al of the 


Regulations, stating the facts, estimates and circumstances in existence on the date of issue and 


delivery of the 2010A Certificates which make it reasonable to expect that the proceeds of the 


2010A Certificates will not be used in a manner that would cause the Lease or the 2010A 


Certificates to be arbitrage bonds within the meaning of the Code and Regulations.  


Section 8. Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds. On April 26, 2010, the IRS issued Notice 


2010-35, announcing that Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds (QECBs) and other qualified 


tax credit bonds now qualify for the new Federal direct payment subsidy option. The direct 


subsidy payment to the issuer is equal to seventy percent (70%) of the amount of interest that 


would be payable on the QECB if the credit rate published by the Secretary of the Treasury on 


the sale date of the QECB were the interest rate on the bond. 


Section 9. Irrevocable Direct Pay Election.  The County irrevocably elects to have Section 


6431(f) apply to the Certificates.  The Certificates are specified tax credit bonds under 6431(3) 


(A) (ii).  The County shall be entitled to a direct payment equal to seventy percent (70%) amount 


of interest payable under the Certificates.  


Section 10. Date Resolution Becomes Effective.  This resolution shall become effective twenty 


days after publication in accordance with SDCL § 7-18A-8.
